As a freelance editor, she oversees the Legislative News Service, which provides legislative coverage to scores of newspapers and broadcasters across the state. She co-founded and was the editor in chief of NewWest.Net, an online magazine about the Rocky Mountain West. Cowgill serves on the board of the Red Ants Pants Foundation, which supports women in leadership, family farms and ranches, and rural communities. She also runs her own family farm outside Great Falls.
