At the museum, Lutz continues this work by developing educational presentations and workshops that connect with audiences of all ages on subjects such as western history, Native American studies, Montana literature, local paranormal history, and more. His approach to public scholarship is grounded in storytelling, interactive learning, and fostering dialogue that encourages critical thinking and curiosity.
